ALL OF YOU CAN BE EXCELLENT CAMPING NEIGHBORS!
Camperworld members are generally very friendly people. We get along quite well, just 
happy to be sharing the outdoors with people of similar interests. It is amazing how well 
the many Camperworld members get along with each other at the parks on most 
occasions. However, sometimes our actions may annoy our neighbors and are contrary to 
the rules of good camping etiquette. Often we arenÕt aware we are rubbing others the 
wrong way.

What is and isnÕt acceptable sometimes depends on the type of camping we do. Full time 
RVers, those who live an travel year-round in their RVs, tend to have a more serious view 
of camping etiquette than a young family out for the weekend. Full-timers, along with 
those who spend much of the year traveling in an RV, arenÕt really camping: theyÕre 
living a lifestyle. When they pull into a campsite, it becomes their piece of turf, their 
temporary home.

The occasional novice camper may view the park as the ÒGREAT OUTDOORSÓ and as a 
place to roam with pet(s), not thinking of a campsite as someoneÕs yard.

POLICIES, RESTRICTIONS, AND CLARIFICATIONS

PET POLICIES:

A high percentage of Camperworld members are very good at obeying pet rules and 
cleaning up after their pets. With all the publicity given to this single rule itÕs difficult to 
understand how any member could ignore cleaning up after and/or, keeping their pet on a 
leash at all times, but some do!  A Pet ownerÕs failure to clean up after an/or control their 
pet is the number one annoyance expressed by our members or park managers and is a 
finable offense. 



DUE TO SAFETY REASONS OUR PROPERTY AN LIABILITY  INSURANCE 
COVERAGE PROVIDER HAS RESTRICTED THE FOLLOWING DOGS FROM 
ENTERING CAMPERWORLD PARKS: Rottweller, Chow-Chow, Pit Bull, Doberman 
Pinscher, Akita, Any Wolf-Hybrid, Presa Canario, Mastiff BreedÕs, Stafforshire Bull 
Terriers, Alaskan Malimute. 

It is important that Camperworld members who like to bring dogs to the 
Camperworld parks be aware of the following dog policy:

Any guest (including family reunion guests) are NOT allowed to bring dogs to 
Camperworld parks. Also, immediate family members who occupy extra spaces on an 
extra space request are not eligible to bring dogs.

Family members who have family use privileges on their membership may bring up 
to two dogs to a park, However, this privilege is only extended to the eligible cardholder 
using the membership, one member of a family at a time-two dogs per membership card. 
In other words, if a member arranges for an extra space for one of his children Ð only the 
member is eligible to bring dogs and the dogs must be on the memberÕs campsite. Other 
family members are not eligible to bring dogs.

When bringing pets, members must register the pet and leave a $100 deposit (cash or 
check) with the park manager. Please plan ahead and have the check pre-written or have 
the correct amount of cash on hand. 

CHILDRENÕS SAFETY & VEHICLE ISSUES

Parents and grandparents must take responsibility for children and grandchildren. 
When taken to a park, children are understandably very anxious to expel their pent up 
energy. Taking the kids to the park playground areas generally solves the problem and 
helps to keep them out of mischief. 

Children playing in the roadways and vehicular traffic are a dangerous combination. 
The 5-mph speed limit posted at Camperworld Park is considered by some campers to be 
annoyingly slow. It is justifiably slow for two reasons, the first being safety. A vehicle 
traveling that speed has a good chance of stopping when a bicycle swerves into its path or 
a child darts out from behind a RV. The second reason for a snail-paced speed limit is 
dust. When roads arenÕt paved, even a vehicle traveling 5 mph will create a cloud of dust, 
and going faster compounds the problem. For safetyÕs sake and to avoid dusting fellow 
campers, it is good park etiquette to strictly obey posted speed limits.

Campers who allow their vehicles to protrude into the roadway create a safety hazard. 
Doing so does not allow room for vehicles to get by and the RVer across the street that 
needs to pullout does not have adequate room to maneuver. 

Please turn your engine off while parked at the park office and during the check in 
process. Engine exhaust fumes are dangerous!

NOISE AND CAMPFIRES

Loud, late night parties will not be tolerated for obvious reasons. Smoky campfires 
coming from an adjacent campsite can rub some campers the wrong way. Burning the 



right kind of dry wood generally solves the smoke problem. If the breeze carries smoke 
into your neighborÕs windows, please douse the fire.

The condition in which you leave a campsite is a direct indication of the respect you 
have for fellow campers. 

SWIMMING POLICY

***NEW  POLICY EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY***

The State of Utah Health Department has mandated specific swimming pool rules/
guideline.     ***THE STATE REQUIRES THAT ALL  CHILDREN UNDER AGE 
THREE TO WEAR SWIM DIAPER AND PLASTIC PANTS.***

State officials also emphasize that people who use pools have a responsibility to help 
prevent a crypto outbreak. Please make note of the following guidelines, EFFECTIVE 
IMMEDIATELY at all Camperworld parks with pools:

1. Children under age three or individuals without bowel control are required to 
wear a swim diaper as well as a waterproof swim pant. 

2. Most importantly do not swim when having diarrhea and do not let children swim 
when they have diarrhea. 

3. Wait two weeks after diarrhea has stopped before swimming.

4. Take a shower with soap and water before swimming.

5. Do not swallow pool water or get pool water into your mouth.

6. Wash your hands with soap and water after using the bathroom or changing a 
diaper. 

7. Take regular bathroom breaks while swimming.

8. Change diapers often. Change diapers in the bathroom, not at the poolside.

9. Wash after changing a diaper and then wash your hands with soap and water.

10.**Please remember that all children age 4 and under are required to wear a coast 
guard approved life jacket when they are in any of the Camperworld pool areas. 
Inflatable are floats, rings, etc., will not be permitted.

MISCELLANEOUS ISSUES

PICTURE IDENTIFICATION

As you are aware it is a requirement for members to show picture identification when 
registering at a park. Last summer we began a program to place a husband and wife photo 
on the face of the Camperworld membership cards. We have placed that program on hold 
for the time being. We appreciate those who took time to attend our meetings. In order to 
speed up the registration process, please have a valid driverÕs license or other form of 
picture identification in hand upon entering the park office. 



RV SEWER CONNECTION

Effective this year all RVÕS must have a ÒgooseneckÓ sewer connection to hookup to 
the sewer outlet at all Camperworld parks. This connection makes a ninety-degree turn 
when connecting into the sewer outlet. This type of connection stops the plastic sewer 
hose from dropping into the sewer line and clogging the line.

NO UNATTENDED RV’S LEFT OVERNIGHT!

It is very important that all members are aware that they may not leave their RV 
unattended on a camp space overnight except in emergency situations approved by the 
park manager.
